WHEREAS Vendor is the registrant of the Internet the domain name [insert domain 
name] (the �Domain Name�); 

AND WHEREAS Vendor has agreed to sell and Purchaser has agreed to purchase the 
Domain Name; 

NOW THEREFORE THIS AGREEMENT WITNESSES that, in consideration of the 
mutual agreements contained in this Agreement, the receipt and sufficiency of which is 
hereby acknowledged, THE PARTIES HEREBY AGREE AS FOLLOWS: 

 

1. PURCHASE AND SALE 

Vendor hereby assigns to Purchaser all of the right, title and interest in the Domain 
Name, the trade-mark (insert domain name) and the Domain Name services agreement dated 
(insert date) with (insert registry). Immediately upon execution of this Agreement, Vendor 
shall cause to be transmitted to (insert domain name registry), a (insert name of domain name

�RNCA�) and take all other steps reasonably necessary to effect the transfer of the Domain

2. PURCHASE PRICE 

The purchase price payable by Purchaser to Vendor upon registration of the Domain 
Name in Purchaser�s name shall be (insert currrency) (insert amount) (the �Purchase Price�) 
inclusive of all taxes of any sort. 

3. DELIVERY OF PURCHASE PRICE 

Upon execution of this Agreement by Purchaser, Purchaser shall deliver to (insert name 
of escrow agent) (�Purchaser�s Solicitors�), the Purchase Price. The Purchase Price shall be 
kept in trust and held by Purchaser�s Solicitors in a non-interest bearing account. Once 
Purchaser has received confirmation from (insert domain name registry) that it has modified 
the existing registration for the Domain Name in accordance with the RNCA, and that 
Purchaser is, as a consequence, listed as the owner of the Domain Name in (insert domain 
name database name, e.g., WHOIS database), Purchaser�s Solicitor shall forthwith forward 
to (insert name) (�Vendor�s Solicitors�) a cheque payable to Vendor in the amount of the 
Purchase Price. 

4. CESSATION OF USE OF DOMAIN NAME 

Immediately upon the release of the Purchase Price by Purchaser�s Solicitors to Vendor�s 
Solicitors, Vendor shall cease all use of the Domain Name. The parties acknowledge that no 
domain name other than the Domain Name owned by the Vendor is subject to this section. 
This section shall survive the termination or expiry of this Agreement. 

5. REPRESENTATIONS AND WARRANTIES OF VENDOR 

Vendor represents and warrants to Purchaser as follows and acknowledges that Purchaser 
is relying on these representations and warranties in connection with the entering into of this 
Agreement and the purchase of the Domain Name: 

(a) Vendor has sufficient authority and right to enter into this Agreement and 
perform his obligations hereunder, and in particular, to transfer all title and 
ownership of the Domain Name to Purchaser as provided in this Agreement, 
free and clear of all encumbrances; 

(b) There is no contract, option or any other right of any person binding upon 
Vendor, or which at any time may become binding upon Vendor, to sell, 
transfer, assign, license or in any other way dispose of or encumber the 
Domain Name other than pursuant to the provisions of this Agreement; 

(c) Vendor is the sole registrant of the Domain Name, with good and marketable 
title to the trade-marks in the domain name, free and clear of any 
encumbrances and Vendor has the right to transfer the Domain Name to 
Purchaser; 

(d) To the best of Vendor�s knowledge, the use of the Domain Name by Vendor 
does not infringe upon or otherwise violate any rights of any other person;  



(e) The RNCA is the only filing necessary to transfer to Purchaser all of 
Vendor�s right, title and interest in the Domain Name and upon receipt of the 
confirmation from (insert name of domain name registry) that the RNCA has 
been made, Purchaser shall be the registrant of the Domain Name and shall 
possess all rights (including without limitation ownership rights if any) in the 
Domain Name; and 

(f)  Vendor has not knowingly withheld from the Purchaser, knowledge of any 
circumstance that has caused or might cause the registration of the transfer of 
ownership of the Domain Name to be objected to by any person. 

This Section 5 shall survive the termination or expiry of this Agreement. 

6. NON-TERMINATION 

After submitting the RNCA, Vendor shall not take any action to withdraw, suspend or 
otherwise terminate the RNCA and that, if queried by (insert domain name registry), shall 
confirm that the RNCA is genuine and reflects his intentions. 

7. CONFIDENTIALITY 

With the exception of the RNCA, which shall be filed with (insert name of registry), 
Vendor shall not disclose the terms of this agreement to any person except:  

(i) to Vendor�s legal and business advisors, in confidence;  

(ii) unless compelled to do so by any Court of competent jurisdiction; or  

(iii) in an action to enforce its terms. This section shall survive the termination or 
expiry of this Agreement. 

8. FURTHER ASSURANCES 

Each of Vendor and Purchaser shall execute and deliver such further and other 
documents as may be necessary to give effect to this Agreement and to carry out its 
provisions. This section shall survive the termination or expiry of this Agreement. 

9. FEES AND TAXES 

Each of Purchaser and Vendor shall be responsible for payment of their own fees, costs 
and expenses incurred in connection with the transfer of the Domain Name and the payment 
of any applicable taxes. 

10. SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS 

This Agreement shall inure to the benefit of and be binding on the parties and the 
respective successors and assigns.
